The Class of 2008 Meets its Match ​ ​- Rosalind Franklin University of Medicine and Science Chicago Medical School Students Celebrate Match Day

North Chicago, IL – Surrounded by friends, family and faculty, the senior class of the Chicago Medical School (CMS) at Rosalind Franklin University of Medicine and Science ripped open envelopes on Match Day to learn where they would spend the next phase of their medical education.

The 187 Chicago Medical School seniors celebrated National Match Day in March, with students receiving residencies at hospitals and medical centers around the United States. The most common destinations for students will be hospitals within Illinois, followed by California, with 52 students spending at least one year training in Illinois, another 40 in California.

Among the top hospitals and academic medical centers that will receive RFUMS medical students are Beth Israel Deaconess Medical Center in Boston, the University of Southern California Medical Center in Los Angeles, Stanford University Medical Center in Palo Alto, Calif., Johns Hopkins Hospital in Baltimore, Md., Children’s Hospital of Los Angeles, and the University of Chicago Hospitals.

“We are all so excited by the tremendous success of our students have had in this year’s match,” said Arthur J. Ross, III, MD, dean of the CMS. “It is a testament to their excellence as well as to the ongoing confidence that the nation’s top teaching hospitals have in our graduates.”  

The specialty most chosen by students was internal medicine, followed by emergency medicine, diagnostic radiology, pediatrics and anesthesiology.

Each year medical students from around the nation and medical schools outside the United States learn where they will spend their residency on National Match Day. The 2008 Match was one of the largest ever according to the National Resident Matching Program, which conducts the March, with 28,737 applicants competing for 22,340 first-year residency positions.
