Page 4, item 2:  Dosimetry – As of April 2006 Rosalind Franklin University (RFU) adopted a quarterly dosimetry program.  Dosimeters are distributed by the 15th of the following months: January, April, July and October.  Badges are no longer required for all radiation workers.  It is determined on an individual basis whether or not a badge is appropriate.
