PROCEDURE FOR DECOMMISSIONING RADIATION LABORATORIES AT ROSALIND FRANKLIN UNIVERSITY
When is decommissioning required?

1.  Authorized User is leaving the University.

2.  Authorized User has decided not to renew his or her application as 

     radioisotopes are no longer being used in the lab.

3.  Authorized User is relocating to other space within RFU.

4.  Current authorized space is going to be substantially renovated by RFU 

     Operations Department or an outside contractor
5.  Authorized User has decided that a currently authorized room will no longer 

     be used with radioactivity (even though other labs will remain commissioned).

Procedure:

 The Authorized User (AU) shall notify the Radiation Safety Officer (RSO) of the Office of Environmental Health and Safety (OEHS) AS SOON AS POSSIBLE AFTER LEARNING THAT ONE OF THE ABOVE SITUATIONS WILL OCCUR.  The decommissioning must be done PRIOR TO MOVING, RENOVATION ETC. The decommissioning procedure may take up to several days. Please plan accordingly.
At the time of decommissioning ALL radioactivity will have to be removed from

the lab, including source vials and waste.  The AU shall provide information related to the decommissioning including the names of isotopes and amount of radioactivity for each item to be removed.

The RAD signs will be removed from the lab after the following criteria have been met:


1.  All survey meter readings and wipe tests reveal no significant counts over 

          
     background and/or are compliant with all applicable standards.

2.  All radioactivity has been removed from the room.

3.  The decommissioning results have been reviewed and approved by the  RSO.

Once the RAD signs are removed the room is officially decommissioned.

NO ONE HAS THE AUTHORITY TO REMOVE RADIATION SIGNS FROM

A UNIVERSITY LABORATORY EXCEPT OEHS PERSONNEL

Once a laboratory has been decommissioned, OEHS notifies the AU, the Operations Department and University Security that the room is no longer a space where radioactivity is allowed.
