EXPECTATIONS OF CLINICAL TRAINING

Every practicum site that a student is placed at for their clinical training has to be approved by the Director of Clinical Training (DCT).  The credentials of the individual(s) responsible for supervision at the site are also reviewed and approved by the DCT in consultation with the Psychology Department’s Clinical Training and Practice Committee.

Expectations of Student
· Complete and submit a signed contract to the Department of Psychology at the beginning of each quarter.

· The student(s) along with his/her supervisor develops goals for their practicum training.  These vary by site and student.

· The number of hours that a student spends at his/her practicum site is usually determined by the level of training completed and the student’s academic and research progress in the department.  Typically, these are the expectations with regard to amount of time per week that a student may spend on practicum related activities:


1st Year Students:

4 – 6 hours (2 to 3 hours of direct patient contact)


2nd Year Students:

8 – 10 hours (3 to 4 hours of direct patient contact)


3rd Year Students*:

12 hours (11/2 day – 6 hours of direct patient contact)

4th and 4th + Students**: 
16- 20 hours (2 to 2-1/2 days – 8 hours of direct patient

**After completion of Master’s Thesis


· Students complete a written evaluation of their practicum site and training experience at the end of each quarter

· Any additional expectations that each site and site supervisor may have of each student they supervise should be discussed with the student at the beginning of each quarter, and a written summary of these expectations should be included in the quarterly practicum contract.  These additional expectations must also be approved by the Director of Clinical Training

EXPECTATIONS OF CLINICAL TRAINING (Continued)

Expectations of Practicum Site/Supervisor

· Clinical activities that a student is expected to perform are commensurate with his/her level of training

· The number of hours spent by students in clinical training are in keeping with the program stipulations.

· Each student receives a minimum of 1 hour of face-to-face supervision per week.  This supervision may consist of individual and/or group supervision.

· Complete a quarterly written evaluation of each student and give the student written and verbal feedback regarding his/her performance. This feedback should be discussed with the student so the student is informed.
