This scholarship was established using a generous grant from the Healthcare Foundation of Northern Lake County and matching funds from the Physician Assistant Department.  Its purpose is to promote better access to primary care for under-served residents in this area.  There is a shortage of healthcare providers in northern Lake County and Physician Assistants are needed to help fill those roles.

A secondary goal is to provide mentors that will encourage high school and college students from Lake County to consider careers in the health fields, and especially in the Physician Assistant profession.

Those selected for the scholarship will receive a full tuition waiver for two years in the PA Program.  In return, the scholarship recipient will agree to work for the same amount of time in a position serving the under-served residents of northern Lake County following graduation.  In addition, there will be opportunities to mentor students from the area and network with primary care providers who could be future employers.

Applicants for this scholarship will be evaluated based on their interest in serving the under-served, their desire to stay in the area after graduation, their academic record, and their record of community service.  Scholarship recipients will be chosen at the time of acceptance into the University and their selection will made by an interdisciplinary committee made up of faculty from the College and members of the local community.
