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INSTRUCTIONS: ANIMAL TRANSFER FORM

An Animal Transfer Form must be completed each time animals are transferred between projects.  The form must be approved by IACUC prior to animal transfer.  The Transfer Form approval process will include an administrative review of both the transferring protocol and the receiving protocol.  This is necessary to ensure that animal numbers are properly tracked and that animals are not over utilized.  

Animals which have been subjected to a major survival surgery or other procedure with the potential for more than momentary or slight pain or distress will not be approved for transfer to another protocol unless scientific justification is provided, and the transfer is reviewed and approved by both the attending Veterinarian AND the IACUC. 

Once the application is approved, the BRF staff will be notified and will contact the investigator to arrange for transfer.   If necessary, the BRF staff will re-locate animals so that they are housed properly and all census sheets are revised.   The BRF manager will coordinate the move after all conditions deemed necessary are fulfilled.    PIs should be aware that preparations will be more complicated and take longer if biohazards, infectious agents or radioactivity are involved. 

In any case, ONLY the BRF staff may move animals from one housing room to another!  

Until the transfer is approved, the per diems will be charged to the original investigator.

The number of animals transferred will be subtracted from the total number of animals that have been approved and added to the protocol of the accepting investigator.  
The investigator is responsible for overseeing that new cage cards for the animals contain all of the necessary information.
