Fellowships will be available for medical students to work with a faculty member on a research project during the summer of 2008.  The research project can be conducted in either a basic science or a clinical department.  Each fellowship will carry a stipend of $4000.  These fellowships will be funded by Federal Work-Study Program and RFUMS/CMS The stipend will be used exclusively for the student's salary.  Research supplies, animals, and use of appropriate equipment must be provided by the advisor.  Attached to this announcement is a list of faculty members who are willing to serve as research mentors, and a brief description of their area of research.

TO APPLY FOR A RESEARCH FELLOWSHIP:

ONE - Choose a faculty advisor and with his or her help write a brief research proposal (2-3 type-written pages).  The proposal must have a short TITLE, and should state clearly WHAT you plan to do; WHY it is important to do it, and HOW you are going to do it; in other words: your TITLE, OBJECTIVE, PURPOSE, AND METHODS.  Your faculty advisors have had considerable experience writing research proposals and can provide valuable assistance in helping you prepare a concise proposal. Include a mail box number, phone number and/or e-mail address.  

TWO - Submit the proposal to Alice Gilman-Sachs, Ph.D, Dept. Microbiology and Immunology, no later than March 15, 2008.  To be awarded a Fellowship, you must submit an acceptable proposal, and be in good academic standing at RFUMS/CMS, i.e., M1 students at the end of the Spring Quarter. A sub-committee of SEPAC will evaluate the proposals.  Awards will be announced in mid-April.

Since the funding comes through the Federal Work-Study Program, you must see Jessica Barthule in Financial Aid to determine eligibility to receive the award.
