I had ample opportunity to offer and discuss treatment plans with residents, fellows and Attendings.
Feedback was given throughout the elective on rounds as well as formally in the end of the rotation and end of each week.
I was respected.

The strengths of this rotation are in its exposure to very diverse cases and niches of medicine. The discussions are very in-depth. The didactics are invaluable.
The weakness of this rotation lie in its workload. While there is adequate time to read off-duty, and the fellow titrates the students' census to maximize care quality, the variability of Attending schedules often places a premium on time for the history and physical. Additionally, the nature of the in-patient consult service means that consultations arrive even during rounding, which can strain the academic learning when students and residents have to leave rounds to see a patient.
I would recommend this rotation, still, to any student. MSH is a great place to get the beak wet in terms of ID.

2) Perhaps it is due to our students not being particularly online course savvy, but we never really held what I consider "discussions" - it was more of 4 people providing 200ish word responses to a question with minimal interaction.  Improving the quality of the discussion questions (see #1 above) might help, but requiring people to not just respond to questions but also to respond to their colleagues responses might generate more exchange of ideas.
3) Our Faculty never really got particularly involved in the discussion - freedom is great, but a little more instructor presence would be nice too.

The chance to read books that are not directly medical expanded the conversations I could have during my residency interviews.  It was almost luxurious to get to read a novel during medical school, it was such a treat! Can't say enough how much I enjoyed this class, probably my favorite during medical school!

It’s not long enough! I would have loved to take this class for a month and gotten to read 4 books and written 4 essays.

Most of the attendings are excellent and clearly very knowledgeable.  If you can just let the issues I discuss below slide, it is really a very easy, low stress rotation.  
What would you say the WEAKNESSES of this elective are?
1) Lack of a true "team" structure.  2 students, 5-7 interns, and 6 seniors, all of whom rotate amongst each other and 2 different services of attendings leads to a very disjointed rotation.  As an example, I almost never know who my senior was on any given patient, and when a new patient arrived was frequently having to ask around for who the intern would be.  Also, it was incredibly common that no one would think to let me know about status changes in a patient or when they were signing out for the day / what intern would be covering patients with me.  This all lead to a profound feeling of uselessness or at least being unappreciated.
2) Lack of definition of the student role.  I have been on rotations in the past where there is no real "need" for the student and we are just there to learn (Toxicology at Cook County for example).  Here, there is always work for the students in writing notes/H&Ps, but it never seems to actually be used for anything since the residents still write their own independent notes.  This lead to an awful feeling of futility for the students, which is never good late in 4th year when our thoughts are already drifting to other things.
Further, issues like student scheduling were never addressed/planned for.  A specific example would be calls/weekends.  Past students on the rotation reported not taking any call, yet a sheet emailed from the student management office said students should take call, but then no call schedule or meal tickets were provided on orientation.  Within the first 2 days exactly 3 seniors told us that "you should take a call or two because it is a great learning experience" while the other 3 told us "don't worry about call, you're 4th years and should relax."  Then, when one student tried to take a call, she was sent home by the on call intern because the intern "didn't feel she was ready to have a student along on call."  Similar happened with weekends - half wanted us there, half told us to stay home.  If the student role was defined to be passive (just show up to listen and learn) then we clearly would not take call, if it was defined to be active (you're in charge of your patients, no one will mess with them without you knowing, the note for the day is your note addended by the residents) then it would make sense for us to at least come in on weekends if not also take call.  As it stands...total confusion and bad feelings.
3) Lack of leadership and organization
This may have been more an issue of the particular group of residents we were with.  It seemed that no one could manage to be present for sign out at 1600 as scheduled.  This lead to multiple days in any given week where 80+% of us would be ready to leave at 1555, but would all stand around doing nothing until after 1700 when the last intern or two would be ready to sign out.  Just as the seniors frequently harped on people showing up early as a matter of respect to their post-call colleagues, it is important that we all sign out on time so that we can get home!  A similar lack of scheduling occurred with the intern call schedule at least once or twice, when between people being post call, pre-call napping, or in clinic, there was only one resident to run the entire floor.  While it does not directly affect the students, it was quite disheartening and led to essentially a wasted day for us as there was no ability to do any teaching.
4) Lack of structured didactic time
Throughout the month we kept hearing about these minimum mandatory lectures that were supposed to happen (vent settings, an opportunity to try using face mask ventilation, a lecture on pressors) yet only one of those happened, and only 2 or 3 other lectures beyond that.  There was also minimal informal teaching, like on rounds.  It took until the very last patient on the very last day for me to get any sort of discussion on pulmonary physiology that was the entire reason I took this elective!  While I feel like I got a good exposure to the type of work and patients seen on an ICU, I do not feel like I was exposed to even a fraction of the knowledge I was hoping for from an ICU rotation.  
Would you RECOMMEND this elective to other students?
With reservations and much explanation of my above concerns about it.  I would not recommend against it, I would more take a neutral stance / caveat emptor.

This was not a clinical rotation and therefore diagnostic and therapeutic practices were not expected to be done during the 2 weeks. However, treatments with regards to diet were discussed amongst the students and preceptor. The data that was collected was from review articles and websites containing information about up to date management of patients with particular needs. Since the main part of the elective was online discussion there was constant feedback that was very helpful. All the discussions were conducted professionally and there were no malignant threads.
The strength of this elective was how easy it was to get articles of relevance. The preceptor gave us several articles to read and the ones that we would need to reference were easily found on common medical websites of the ADA and AMA. The online videos were beneficial and despite the bad acting they did a good job of reviewing pathophysiology and some basic sciences. The only weakness was the lack of patient contact but the dynamic of an online course is extremely valuable to fourth year medical students. especially during interview season. I would definitely recommend this elective to other students and if they could get 4 weeks, I am sure that would be better than just 2.
